RHODESIA'S own MNationel Flag was
flown for the first time on November 11,
1968. In cities, towns and at District
Commissioners’ posts all over the country,
people gatherad to celsbrate the third year
of the country’s independence and the
raising of the new Flag.

The main ceremony took place in Salisbury
near the stetwe of Cecll John Rhodss |

His Excellency The Officer Administering
the Government (as he then was) Mr.
Clifford Dupont who is now the first
President of the Republic of Rhodesia.
Members of the armed forces fired a
19-gun salute.

In Bulawayo several chiefs and African
children from 34 Government schools
attended the ceremony at the Queens
Sports Ground. Flags were sent in ampla
time to all Government schools to be flown
on this day of thanksgiving.

Our National Flag has three pansls,
green on the sides and white in the centre
with the Coat of Arms on the white panel.
The colours were particularly well chosen,
for as well known, the African people
recognise green es the coiour of hope and
white as signifying peace.

Roads, bridges,
building of all kinds has gone on apace.

No part of Rhodesia has been ove
looked—as witness the setting up of
multi-million dollar Tribal Trust Land
Corporation, representing a glant stride
in the advancement and prosperity of our
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people and described by former M.P, Mr.
P. J. D. Rubatika as “the African Magna
Carnta.”

Community development has truly
caught the imagination of our people. Even
in the most remote villages, African mean
and women are planning end working in
eooparation with Government for their own
bettarment. No one sits back and waits for
charity. Wherever you go In Rhodesia
today, things are happening. Everywhers

Rhodesia has never had a penny in sid
from overseas countries. Unlike so many
countries to the north of us, we have won
through by our own sfforts, No British,
American or other forsign taxpayer has had
to pay a cent towards our survival—and
yet, in the face of Mr. Wilson's wicked
sanctions policy we can produce figures
proving that our economic expansion rate
has been three times as fast as Britain's:
